The growing cattle supply and uncertainty in the corn market will likely result in stocker calf and
 feeder cattle markets continuing to feel pressure.  According to CattleFax, in eight out of the last
 ten years, calves forward sold on video sales for fall delivery received a higher price versus
 calves sold in the spot market. The average premium was nine percent. This implies that five-
weight steer calves in the Central Plains have risk back near $150 later this year, given a mid-
$160’s average for commodity calves recently sold on video.

Compared to last week, steers and heifers sold uneven; 3.00 lower to 3.00 higher. Receipts this week
 were somewhat curtailed as summer returned to the heart of the country. Dangerous heat indexes spread
 from the Southwest to the Northeast and everywhere in between mid to late week, making it difficult for
 both man and beast in its aftermath. The worst problem is the humidity that was brought to the midsection
 of the country after the popup showers and Hurricane Barry moved through. Some rains moved through
 the Northern Plains with some ranchers in South Dakota still trying to get their first cutting of hay done.
 Farmers and ranchers have been very focused on moisture needed after last year’s momentous drought
 that encompassed a vast area of grazing acres. Even though this spring has been extremely wet in
 places, some areas do need a drink now as heat indexes rise into triple digits. 
  
Feedyards were sure hoping that last week’s uptick in futures would follow through this week, however
 negotiated cash fed cattle showed weakness. The CME Cattle Complex gave back most of the gains of a
 week ago amid fundamental pressure and the yo-yo of grain futures this time of year. Negotiated cash fed
 cattle live trade in the Southern Plains this week was steady to 1.00 lower at 111.00, while Nebraska
 sales were unevenly steady at 113.00 to 113.50. Dressed sales in Nebraska were steady at 182.00 to
 185.00. For the week, the Choice cutout closed 0.62 higher lower at 213.42, while Select was 0.09 lower
 at 189.51. Cattle Slaughter under federal inspection estimated at 651K for the week, 4K less than last
 week and 16K more than a year ago. 
  
The July 1 Cattle on Feed released today reported On Feed at 102 percent; Placements at 98 percent and
 Marketings at 97 percent. This makes the third month in a row that the On Feed number is the largest
 since the data series started in 1996. The inventory included 7.01 million steers and steer calves, down 2
 percent from the previous year. This group accounted for 61 percent of the total inventory. Heifers and
 heifer calves accounted for 4.47 million head, up 8 percent from 2018. All cattle and calves in the United
 States on July 1, 2019 totaled 103 million head, unchanged from the 103 million head on July 1, 2018.
 The 2019 calf crop in the United States is expected to be 36.3 million head, down slightly from last year's
 calf crop. Calves born during the first half of 2019 are estimated at 26.5 million head, down slightly from
 the first half of 2018. Auction volume this week included 57 percent weighing over 600 lbs and 42 percent
 heifers.

Moderate bidding 
Bids improved for the week ending July 12 following last week’s standoff between feedlots and packers
 that resulted in a deflated cash cattle trade.

All three western Canadian packers were actively bidding this week, and most were looking for cattle
 delivered in the next two to three weeks. Most of this week’s trade occurred on a dressed basis from
 $242-$244 per hundredweight.

Current live steer prices are about $10 per cwt. below last year. Alberta and Ontario prices are comparable
 this week.

Feedlots remain generally current due to larger kills, and some operations have opted to carry their stock
 forward for a week or two because cattle sold on the cash market are showing a loss. The U.S. market is
 stronger, but caution is advised as the Canadian dollar approaches 77 cents.

The July cattle-on-feed report for Alberta and Saskatchewan found the largest placements since 2001. A
 large number of lightweight steer dairy calves were placed on feed, and these could take about a year to
 achieve market weight. Overall, fed marketings are down six percent as the beef herd continues to shrink
 in size.

Feedgrain prices continue to be expensive. Lethbridge barley ranged from $282-$293 per tonne, while
 corn was $294. Ontario corn is averaged at $239.74 per tonne.

Alberta feeder market 
The feeder basis has been weakening, which is in line with past trends that find July to usually be the
 weakest time for the second half of the year.

Alberta 850 pound steers traded $5 per cwt. lower. Steers in the 800-900 lb. range averaged $173 per
 cwt., while Ontario was $3 higher. Trade was negligible in the other provinces.

Alberta calf prices for 550 lb. steers averaged below $210 per cwt. this week. From the highs of late April,
 Alberta prices have dropped 12 percent. However, Alberta is posting better prices than Ontario, where
 their calves have averaged less than $200 per cwt. for the last three weeks.

Cow slaughter up 
For the week ending July 6, Western Canada experienced its largest cow slaughter since 2009. Western
 D2 cows averaged $84.88 per cwt., while Ontario was $2 lower. Butcher bull prices strengthened $3 per
 cwt., and top end sales were reported in the low $130s per cwt., the second highest bull price reported
 this year.

Exports strong 
So far this year 415,550 head of live cattle have been exported to the United States, a considerable
 improvement over last year. The majority of live exports were for slaughter cattle, but feeder shipments
 are starting to pick up.

International Canadian beef sales continued to soar. In the first five months of 2019, beef exports reached
 27,872 tonnes, or 19 percent more in volume, and posted a 31 percent improvement in value over the
 same period last year. Domestic beef production is up nine percent for the same period, and that extra
 meat was absorbed by exports. The U.S. takes around 70 percent while the rest ends up mostly in Asian
 markets.

Until June 25, the Chinese market was strengthening, but recent bans on Canadian red meat because of
 alleged fraudulent export certificates on pork has stopped trade. The impact won’t show up until the July
 export report, and its magnitude will depend on how long the suspension lasts. It might also have an
 impact on nearby markets such as Japan, Hong Kong and Vietnam because some products could be
 redirected to these markets.

Beef trade 
Canadian cut-out values for the week ending July 5 saw AAA and AA rebound about $3 per cwt. with
 strong rib prices. The AAA cut-out value averaged $278.45, while AA averaged $260.46 per cwt. The
 AAA/U.S. Choice spread strengthened from -$12.36 per cwt. to -$7.89 per cwt. Prices for 85 percent trim
 were around $2.73 per pound.
.
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"Shootin' the Bull" Weekly Analysis:
.

In my opinion, the optimistic sentiment, seen two weeks ago, appears to be fading fast.  Although fat
 futures rose some, and cash a little, it was the rally in the feeder's, both cash and futures, that caused the
 optimism to come to a screeching halt.  Feedyards reloading pens set a tone that just created further
 losses.  The inability of the fats to produce a resounding rally, as did the feeders, just pushed breakeven
 prices out further.  The weekly, continuation, close only chart on fats suggests that a wave 4 has been in
 the works for 4 weeks now.  I anticipate fat prices to break lower to create a wave 5 decline to
 approximately $94.00. 

I know this seems steep, but that is where the 2016 low was.  To double bottom that area would not be
 unheard of.  I do not anticipate that cattle will move lower due to concerns about cattle.  I think the next
 move down will be by outside financial markets that impacts consumer discretionary spending. 
 Seemingly, this administration is hellbent on attempting to micro manage the economy.  In my mind,
 manipulation weakens the product being manipulated and is anticipated to cause significant unintended
 consequences.  A quick glance at the on feed report shows USDA's numbers to be in line with private
 forecasts.  The inventory report showed 100% of all cattle and calves.  Both of these reports suggest to
 me that there are the same number cattle today as a year ago and more of them currently reside outside
 of feedyards than in for the previous two years. 

Backgrounders hold the key to the direction of the industry.  Multiple sectors have contracted production. 
 Those yet that have not, are the backgrounders, currently holding the inventory feedyards don't want, and
 cow/calf operations.  Coming up there will be significant calf and stocker sales.  How backgrounders price
 these cattle will determine how much longer the production side of the industry stays mired in inventory. 
 Were cow/calf operators to feel some pain, they may start to cull more cows or place more heifers.  I
 understand how unpleasant this analysis is.  However the lower prices are very real and the aspects of
 increasing consumer or export demand seems more challenging than simply increasing cow kill and heifer
 placement.  Nonetheless, backgrounders will be faced soon with deteriorating pasture conditions.  As this
 increases, more cattle will be made available and I don't think backgrounders are in a position to bid up for
 inventory going into winter.  With the ample pastures, cost of gain has been somewhat lower. 
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This fall, that cost will vary depending upon grain prices and amount of silage harvested.  Even if you have
 your forages up for the year, what you can't do is bid higher for inventory in which the price of inventory
 and feed costs supersede the future sale price.  Which brings up the last subject.  If you want to sell
 feeder cattle at the highest price, you have to sell them today. With basis gone, one needs to change the
 derivative used when hedging.  The synthetic short no longer captures any basis.  There was a
 reasonable give up of a dollar or two minimum sale price when there was $8.00 to $12.00 to be picked up
 had the market gone higher.  With feeders still in a bear market, and no futures premium, there is no
 reason to give up the one or two dollars the premium would have produced.  Selling a futures contract,
 buying a put option, or buying a bear put spread will be the derivatives to use now. You will also have to
 be more correct on your direction.  There is no leeway between cash and futures to help absorb potential
 fluctuation, you are either right or wrong. To wrap this up, backgrounders need to apply price pressure to
 cow/calf operations in an attempt to have them reduce herd size.  Watch for deteriorating pastures as a
 clue to when more inventory will be made available to the market, whether it wants it or not.  Lastly, be
 careful how you hedge now as with no basis, there is no room for error. 

On Thursday afternoon, Chip Flory of "Agri-Talk after the bell" interviewed Lance Honig, USDA-National
 Ag Statistics Service (NASS) crops branch chief.  He stated there will be more data included in this
 August's WASDE report than ever before, including the resurvey announced in June, satellite data and,
 for the first time ever, FSA acreage certification information.  I believe traders reacted to this as, for the
 first time, the USDA states that the data may have been incorrect.  Traders put premium back on corn and
 I anticipate significant fluctuation within the current range until the report is released on August 12th.  My
 analysis continues to suggest prices have consolidated.  I anticipate them to continue to consolidate up to
 the release of the August report.  If I am correct on the wave count, it suggests major wave 1 complete
 and major wave 2 still in progress.  There are enough waves to satisfy multiple wave structures to
 complete the wave 2, but that does not mean there won't be a few more before the break out.  Since the
 prior move to the formation of the sideways pattern was up, I anticipate the breakout to come to the
 upside as well.

All eyes and ears are tuned in on the Fed and the President's next move on the economy.  In my opinion
 alone, the further manipulation of rates, in order to stifle or exaggerate the economy, is weakening factors
 instead of strengthening them.  Money is a commodity, and has a price to borrow and a price to store. 
 The only reason the price of money is lowered or raised is to entice you to borrow and spend, or deposit
 for earnings.  At this time, the Fed and President want lower rates.  They want this so you will go and
 borrow money and buy the items you wish.  The purchase of those items then registers back to the
 company and on to shareholders that now believe business is booming.  Using economic tools to impact
 the equities markets, to impact political stance, is believed to create significant unintended consequences.
 My best advice is to use this time frame of lower interest rates to restructure debt.

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July Cattle Inventory Report:

July 1 Cattle Inventory Unchanged

All cattle and calves in the United States on July 1, 2019 totaled 103 million head, unchanged from the
 103 million head on July 1, 2018.

All cows and heifers that have calved, at 41.7 million head, were slightly below the 41.8 million head on
 July 1, 2018. Beef cows, at 32.4 million head, were unchanged from a year ago. Milk cows, at 9.30 million
 head, were down 1 percent from previous year.

All heifers 500 pounds and over on July 1, 2019 totaled 16.4 million head, 1 percent above the 16.3
 million head on July 1, 2018. Beef replacement heifers, at 4.40 million head, were down 4 percent from a
 year ago. Milk replacement heifers, at 4.10 million head, were down 2 percent from previous year. Other
 heifers, at 7.90 million head, were 5 percent above a year earlier.

Steers 500 pounds and over on July 1, 2019 totaled 14.7 million head, up 1 percent from July 1, 2018.

Bulls 500 pounds and over on July 1, 2019 totaled 2.10 million head, unchanged from July 1, 2018.

Calves under 500 pounds on July 1, 2019 totaled 28.1 million head, down 1 percent from July 1, 2018.

Cattle and calves on feed for the slaughter market in the United States for all feedlots totaled 13.6 million
 head on July 1, 2019. The inventory is up 2 percent from the July 1, 2018 total of 13.3 million head. Cattle
 on feed in feedlots with capacity of 1,000 or more head accounted for 84.4 percent of the total cattle on
 feed on July 1, 2019, down slightly from previous year. The combined total of calves under 500 pounds
 and other heifers and steers over 500 pounds (outside of feedlots) is 37.1 million head. This is slightly
 above the 37.0 million head on July 1, 2018.

Calf Crop Down Slightly

The 2019 calf crop in the United States is expected to be 36.3 million head, down slightly from last year's
 calf crop. Calves born during the first half of 2019 are estimated at 26.5 million head, down slightly from
 the first half of 2018. An additional 9.80 million calves are expected to be born during the second half of
 2019.

Cattle and calves on feed for the slaughter market in the United States for feedlots with capacity of 1,000
 or more head totaled 11.5 million head on July 1, 2019.

The theory behind the "Bullish/Bearish Consensus" indicator is when the public reaches a consensus,
 they are usually wrong:

They get too bullish after prices have risen and too bearish after they have already fallen.

Because of this tendency, there are often extremes in opinion right before major changes in trend:

When the public reaches a bullish extreme, i.e., a great majority thinks prices will keep rising, then
 prices often decline instead. 
And when they become too bearish, then prices tend to rise.

So when Public Opinion moves above the red dotted linein the chart, it means that compared to other
 readings over the past year, you're seeing excessive optimism. You also want to look at the absolute
 level of Opinion, too - if it's at 90%, then there's no question we're seeing an historic level of bullish
 opinion.  Watch for readings above 80% (or especially 90%) to spot those dangerous times when the
 public is overly enthusiastic about a commodity.

Conversely, when Public Opinion moves below the green dotted line, then the public is excessively
 pessimistic about the commodity's prospects for further gains compared to their opinion over the past
 year.  Looking for absolute readings under 20% (or especially 10%) often indicates an upturn in the
 market.

STOCKS LOWER AS EARNINGS SEASON KICKS OFF 
The major indexes moved lower as the second-quarter corporate earnings reporting season began in
 earnest. The narrowly focused Dow Jones Industrial Average fared best, while consumer staples and
 materials shares outperformed in the S&P 500 Index. Energy stocks declined as domestic crude supplies
 fell less than expected and reports surfaced that Iran had approached the U.S. with an offer to allow
 greater monitoring of its nuclear program in exchange for allowing a resumption of Iranian oil exports. The
 large communication services sector was also weak, dragged lower by a plunge in Netflix shares following
 news that subscriptions declined in the U.S. and rose much less than expected internationally. Trading
 activity picked up as the week progressed, but Monday saw the second-lowest volumes for a full trading
 day so far this year.

T. Rowe Price traders noted that a sharp decline in the Dow Jones Transportation Average on Wednesday
—following a steep drop in railroad shares on lower guidance from CSX—may have driven some of the
 day’s selling. The “Dow Theory,” which dates back to the late 19th century, holds that the transportation
 average and the Dow Jones Industrials Average must move higher roughly in synch for a stock market
 rally to be sustained. Critics of the theory note that the transportation sector has become a much smaller
 part of the overall economy in the intervening decades.

EARNINGS GROWTH EXPECTED TO HAVE STALLED IN SECOND QUARTER 
A report from Citigroup on Monday heralded the unofficial start of second-quarter earnings reporting
 season, with 56 companies in the S&P 500 expected to deliver results by the end of the week, according
 to Thomson Reuters. Along with Netflix and CSX, Philip Morris International was another big mover, rising
 over 8% on better-than-expected earnings. Both Thomson Reuters and FactSet currently expect overall
 earnings for the S&P 500 to be roughly flat for the quarter versus the year-earlier period, and T. Rowe
 Price traders note that the high bar set by 2018’s earnings surge remains a prominent topic of discussion
 on Wall Street.

Nevertheless, many investors appeared to continue to focus primarily on macro concerns—in particular,
 whether the Federal Reserve would cut interest rates by 25 or 50 basis points (0.25% or 0.50%) at its July
 30–31 policy-setting meeting. Early in the week, Fed officials offered mixed signals over how aggressive
 they would be in cutting rates, with Fed Chairman Jerome Powell pledging that policymakers would “act
 as appropriate amid increased uncertainties,” while Dallas Fed President Robert Kaplan told the
 Washington Post that he only favored a “modest tactical adjustment”—which many interpreted as only
 one quarter-point cut this year.

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Heat and high humidity levels will dominate the central and eastern U.S. through week’s end, except on
 the northern Plains. By early next week, however, markedly cooler, drier air will arrive across the Plains
 and Midwest. Meanwhile, the post-tropical remnants of Hurricane Barry will spark showers in the East
 through Thursday, while scattered showers and thunderstorms will affect parts of the nation’s northern
 tier. Five-day rainfall totals could reach 2 to 4 inches in the upper Midwest and locally 1 to 3 inches east of
 the Mississippi River. In contrast, dry weather will prevail in the south-central U.S. and from California to
 the Intermountain West.

The NWS 6- to 10-day outlook for July 23 – 27 calls for the likelihood of below-normal temperatures
 from the central and southern Plains to the Atlantic Seaboard, excluding southern Florida, while hotter-
than-normal conditions will dominate the West and the northern High Plains. Meanwhile, below-normal
 rainfall in the Midwest and along the northern Pacific Coast should contrast with wetter-than-normal
 weather along the Atlantic Coast, in the Deep South, and across the Intermountain West.

Compared to last week, cash bids for wheat was mostly lower, with Dark Northern Spring Wheat firm;
 corn was mostly lower and sorghum and soybeans were lower. Ethanol production for week ending July
 12th totaled 1.066 million barrels per day, a 19,000 barrel increase when compared to the week prior. 
 Ethanol stocks were at 23.36 mb  this week, an increase of .356 mb.  Monday's crop condition report
 showed corn at 58 percent good to excellent which would be 14 percent less than a year ago this time. 
 Soybean condition was reported at 54 percent good to excellent which is 15 percent less than the same
 time a year ago.
