We are entering the time of year where every
 week we are starting to see more calves coming to market. With winter wheat grazing around the corner
 demand remains good for feeders. Fall planting and harvest is quickly approaching, with wheat planters
 rolling in the South and corn choppers and combines starting to make their way out of the machine sheds
 in the North. 
  
Thursday’s USDA crop report was released with corn production forecast at 13.8 billion bushels down 1
 percent from August and 4 percent lower from last year. Corn acres for harvest are forecast at 82.0 million
 acres, unchanged from August and up less than 1 percent from last year. Corn yields are expected to
 average 168.2 bpa, down 1.3 bushels from August forecast and down 8.2 bushels from 2018. U.S.
 Soybean production is forecast at 3.63 billion bushels, down 1 percent from August and down 20 percent
 from last year. Soybean yields are expected to average a record high 47.9 bpa, down .6 bushels from
 August and down 3.7 bushels from last year. Soybean acers for harvest are forecasted at 75.9 million
 acers, unchanged from August and down 14 percent from 2018. 
  
CME feeder cattle futures responded with triple-digit gains at mid-week to finish the week with October
 contracts 5.00 higher for the week. Corn futures mover sharply higher on Thursday in response to the
 USDA crop report. Fed cattle trade was slow to get started this week. As of this writing, Southern Plains
 live cash traded at 99.00- 100.00, limited trading in Nebraska and Western Cornbelt at 99.00-102.00 live,
 dressed at 159.00-162.00. CME cattle futures were active mid-week and moved higher on the heels of US
 trade talks, only to stabilize late week. Slaughter levels were slightly lighter for a non-holiday week at
 629,000 head. Looking at the post Labor Day retail landscape usually undergoes a transition from
 summer to cooler weather. While heat still lingers in many parts of the country beef items continues to
 hold onto their spot in the meat case and retail ads. Choice boxed-beef on finished the week lower with
 Friday closing at 220.88 and Select at 198.60 compared to last Friday’s close.

Lower Cattle Prices Forecast...

The forecast for 2019 total red meat and poultry production is lowered from last month as reduced beef,
 pork, and turkey production forecasts more than offset higher broiler production. 
 

Beef production is reduced from the previous month primarily on slower expected pace of fed cattle
 slaughter and lighter carcass weights in the fourth quarter.

Beef import and export forecasts for 2019 are reduced, reflecting recent trade data; however, no
 changes are made to the forecasts for 2020. The 2019 and 2020 pork export forecasts are raised
 from the previous month on recent trade data and expectations of continued strong global demand
 for U.S. pork products. The 2019 broiler export forecast is adjusted higher reflecting recent trade
 data, but no change is made to the 2020 export forecast. No changes are made to the 2019 and
 2020 turkey trade forecasts.

The cattle price forecast for 2019 is lowered on current prices and expectations of continued price
 weakness; the 2020 forecast is also reduced. Hog price forecasts are reduced slightly for 2019 and
 first-half 2020. The 2019 broiler price forecast is raised on recent price strength, but no change is
 made to 2020 price forecasts. Turkey price forecasts are unchanged for both 2019 and 2020. The
 2019 and 2020 egg price forecasts are raised from last month on strong demand that is expected to
 carry into the next year.

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"Shootin' the Bull" Weekly Analysis:
.

In my opinion, there has been tremendous price fluctuation this week with little, if anything, having
 changed.  The rally has unfolded in what is believed to be a 5 wave pattern.  Before you get too excited,
 cattle remain in a bear market and have yet to break the down trend.  This week’s rally has produced an
 opportunity for feedyard risk managers to offset prices for inventory to be marketed in February.  On
 Friday, I made the recommendation to buy the February $111.00 put and sell the February $120.00 call
 for a $3.00 or better premium.  ***This is a sales solicitation.***  This synthetic short futures position
 produces a minimum sale floor of $108.00, an $8.00 premium over this weeks $100.00 cash trade.  It
 produces a maximum sale price of $117.00, a $17.00 premium over this week’s $100.00 cash trade.  The
 position is margined and will produce unlimited risk and unlimited profit potential above or below the strike
 prices.  Leeway has been desired for quite some time in the fats and I believe this produces as much as
 we've seen in the past several weeks.  I see no reason to buy the premium in the futures.  Cash would
 have to rally substantially to reach the current levels and I am unsure the current environment is such to
 produce a bull market.  Therefore, I remain adamant to protect the pocket book and leave speculation for
 another time. 

Feeders rallied sharply this week as well.  It is the feeder market that keeps me negative.  Although the
 rally from near, or at contract low has unfolded into 5 waves, the discrepancy of lows between contract
 months leaves me not believing a bottom has been made.  I don't think enough inventory has become
 available this week to pressure the market.  It has been noted though that receipts were elevated this
 week and no one has told me the fall run is complete.  With basis near even, there is no advantage to
 either side.  I don't have a grand idea of any kind to help reduce the stress of watching prices erode. 
 What I can tell you though is that the futures just rallied $7.87 this week and the cash index did little.  If
 you needed to transact business, Friday's trade is believed to have been the opportunity to have done
 such. I don't anticipate feeder cattle to plummet next week unless corn rallies sharply.  I do anticipate
 prices softening precipitously though with new contract lows not out of the equation in the least. 

Corn is believed to have bottomed.  The unfolding of 5 waves down and recent price action up, leads me
 to believe the bottom is in for corn.  USDA continues to lower production and yields.  They are anticipated
 to continue along this path.  When discussing this with a client, he asked, "do you know how to eat
 crow?", "very slowly" was the answer.  I think that is what USDA will do the remainder of this year.  Corn
 has made an initial move higher, a correction of that move and then higher again.  I anticipate the current
 rally to be the first wave up in corn.  At this time, I believe that wave 3 of wave 1 is in progress with an
 upside target to $3.90&1/4 December. 

This week, the ECB shoved stimulus down the throats of every European there was.  Increasing
 depository negative rates to -.05% from -.04% continues to punish saving and encourage spending. 
 Seemingly just opposite of what I was taught as a kid.  Nonetheless, the US is anticipated to do the same
 next week at the FOMC meeting.  A cut in interest rates would be perceived as a signal to borrow and
 buy.  I continue to believe that the significant manipulation of financial instruments to achieve a goal will
 create significant stress.  Stress exposes weakness and we'll soon see where the weakness is.  Bonds
 have reacted to this desire for inflation by dropping over 7 points this week alone and is 9 points from the
 contract high.  Bond prices lower is interest rates higher.  The leaders holding the reins want inflation, the
 bond market price action suggests they are fixing to get it.  Hogs were sharply higher this week with
 renewed interest from China.  Energy remained firm at the start of the week, but ended at the lows by
 Friday.  I remain unsure on the direction of energy, but at this time, I do not see a reason to recommend
 topping off farm tanks.

They get too bullish after prices have risen and too bearish after they have already fallen.

Because of this tendency, there are often extremes in opinion right before major changes in trend:

When the public reaches a bullish extreme, i.e., a great majority thinks prices will keep rising, then
 prices often decline instead. 
And when they become too bearish, then prices tend to rise.

So when Public Opinion moves above the red dotted linein the chart, it means that compared to other
 readings over the past year, you're seeing excessive optimism. You also want to look at the absolute
 level of Opinion, too - if it's at 90%, then there's no question we're seeing an historic level of bullish
 opinion.  Watch for readings above 80% (or especially 90%) to spot those dangerous times when the
 public is overly enthusiastic about a commodity.

Conversely, when Public Opinion moves below the green dotted line, then the public is excessively
 pessimistic about the commodity's prospects for further gains compared to their opinion over the past
 year.

LEADERSHIP ROTATES TO SMALL-CAP AND VALUE STOCKS 
Stocks recorded a third consecutive week of solid gains as investors responded to a series of hopeful
 policy turns. The gains lifted the large-cap benchmarks within 1% of their all-time highs, but the small-cap
 Russell 2000 Index outperformed by a large margin, rising 5%. In another sign of a rotation in market
 leadership, slower-growing value stocks handily outperformed higher-valued growth shares. The shift into
 value and small-cap stocks helped narrow a yawning performance gap for the year-to-date period. As of
 August 31, the small-cap Russell 2000 Value Index was up 7.31% on a total return (including dividends)
 basis, while the large-cap Russell 1000 Growth Index was ahead 23.28%.

Correspondingly, the value-oriented materials, financials, and industrials sectors saw the strongest gains
 within the S&P 500 Index. Financials benefited from a jump in longer-term bond yields, which favors
 banks’ lending margins, while materials and industrials benefited from reduced trade tensions and hopes
 for improved global growth. The rise in yields weighed on dividend-heavy real estate shares, which were
 among the poorest performers for the week.

CONCILIATORY TRADE MOVES BOOST SENTIMENT 
Conciliatory gestures on the part of both the White House and Chinese officials helped ease tensions in
 the trade war and appeared to drive much of the market’s gains. On Wednesday, Chinese officials
 revealed a small list of U.S. products that would be exempt from new tariffs that were scheduled to take
 effect on September 17. President Donald Trump quickly responded by tweeting that the U.S. would
 postpone a 5% increase on USD $250 billion of imports from China from October 1 to October 15, citing a
 desire not to interfere with the People’s Republic of China’s 70th anniversary celebration on the prior date.

On Friday, China took another step toward de-escalation. The Xinhua News Agency, the government’s
 official press outlet, announced that the state customs bureau would exclude soybeans, pork, and other
 agricultural products from further tariffs, while officials would also encourage Chinese companies to buy
 U.S. farm products. The move may also reflect a desire to curb soaring pork prices in the country
 following an outbreak of African swine fever.

Taken together, the measures represented modest steps taken by both countries to improve trade
 relations ahead of the resumption of face-to-face talks in Washington in October. Despite the impending
 talks, many T. Rowe Price analysts believe that a meaningful breakthrough in the current trade impasse is
 unlikely ahead of the November 2020 U.S. presidential election.

RETAIL SALES SURPRISE ON UPSIDE; INFLATION TICKS HIGHER 
The week’s economic calendar was relatively thin, but much of the data appeared to support sentiment.
 On Friday, the Commerce Department reported that retail sales had risen a healthy 0.4% in August,
 although a rise in volatile auto sales deserved the credit. The University of Michigan’s preliminary gauge
 of September consumer sentiment rose more than expected, helping calm worries over a steep drop in
 August’s final reading. Core (excluding food and energy) consumer price inflation, reported Wednesday,
 rose 2.4% on a year-over-year basis, a bit more than anticipated and the most since mid-2018.

Looking ahead...

During the next 5 days (September 12-16, 2019), the possible development of a tropical system in the
 western Caribbean and eastern Gulf of Mexico brings enhanced rainfall to the central and eastern Gulf
 and southern Atlantic Coasts. Elsewhere, the Pacific Northwest should see continued precipitation (0.5-2
 inches), while more systems bring rainfall (1-3 inches) to the northern Plains, upper Midwest, and Great
 Lakes region. Some monsoonal showers should develop in New Mexico and west Texas, with this
 moisture merging with a cold front that should produce thunderstorms across the south-central Plains.
 Little or no rain is expected in California, Nevada, most of Arizona, southern Utah, from northeastern
 Texas eastward to South Carolina, and along coastal New England.

The CPC 6-10 day outlook (September 17-21, 2019) favors above-normal precipitation chances for most
 of the contiguous U.S. and Alaska, with below-normal odds limited to States along the Northeast Coast.
 Temperatures are likely to be subnormal from the Rockies westward, while above-normal readings are
 expected east of the Rockies, especially in the northeastern quarter of the Nation.

Compared to last week, cash bids for wheat were higher with northern spring wheat mixed, yellow corn
 was higher with white corn lower, soybeans and sorghum were higher. Ethanol production for week
 ending September 6th totaled 1.023 million barrels per day, an 10,000-barrel increase when compared to
 the week prior.  Ethanol stocks were at 22.5 mb this week, a decrease of 1.300 mb.  Monday's crop
 condition report showed corn at 55 percent good to excellent which would be 13 percent less than a year
 ago this time. Corn dented is reported at 55 percent this week, 29 percent below a year ago.  Soybean
 condition was reported at 55 percent good to excellent which is 13 percent less than the same time a year
 ago.

Corn: This month’s 2019/20 U.S. corn outlook is for reduced production, lower corn used for ethanol,
 and slightly higher ending stocks. Corn production is forecast at 13.799 billion bushels, down 102
 million from last month on a lower yield forecast. Corn supplies are down from last month, as a
 smaller crop more than offsets larger beginning stocks due to lower estimated exports and corn used
 for ethanol for 2018/19. Corn used for ethanol for 2019/20 is lowered 25 million bushels. With use
 falling more than supply, corn ending stocks are up 9 million bushels from last month. The season-
average corn price received by producers is unchanged at $3.60 per bushel.

Wheat: The 2019/20 U.S. wheat supply and demand outlook is unchanged this month but there were
 offsetting by-class changes for wheat exports. The projected season-average farm price is $4.80 per
 bushel, down $0.20 on NASS monthly prices reported to date and expectations for cash and futures
 prices for the remainder of the marketing year (MY). Global wheat prices are expected to be
 restrained for the rest of the MY on greater 2019/20 exportable supplies for several major U.S.
 competitors compared to last year.
