Compared to last week, steers and heifers sold steady to 5.00 higher. In many places that have been wet
 all winter long, the ground had started to dry early to mid-week giving way for pasture repairs and field
 work. Ranchers were trying to catch up and then beat another rain event late week by fertilizing pastures
 while the ground had some firmness to it. Warmer weather made its way through the mid-section of the
 country this week but more rain and moderated temperatures are forecasted for the weekend. Flooding is
 still a major issue in the Missouri and Mississippi Rivers and their tributaries and more surface water to
 run off is not going to help short term. When the warmer, dry weather finally decides to stick around, grills
 will start up and bring back summer beef demand.

The futures markets felt strong pressure on Monday from the bearish Cattle on Feed report and it
 continued throughout the rest of the week. Cash fed cattle showed the follow through weakness as feedlot
 managers sold live cattle 2.00 lower at mostly 126.00 and dressed sales were 2.00 lower at 206.00. Very
 little green was seen on the change column in the CME Cattle complex this week; it was drowning in a
 sea of red ink. For the week, the April through October Live Cattle contracts were 4.02 to 4.50 lower, while
 the April through September Feeder Cattle contracts were 2.23 to 5.28 lower, with the May contract
 showing the largest decline. For the week, the Choice cutout closed 3.05 lower at 226.04, while Select
 was 0.25 higher at 218.89. Analysts are looking at the current cattle weights under federal inspection and
 looking at the tonnage impact going into summer. Since w/e 12/29/2018, steer dressed weights have
 declined 31 lbs compared to a 25 lb decline the same time period a year ago. The flooding impact in the
 Midwest has not been totally figured out yet, and it will take months for farmers and ranchers to tally up
 the significant losses.

On Wednesday at La Junta (CO) Livestock Commission Company, a load of 509 lb steers that were
 classified as Thin Fleshed sold at 226.00 and their bigger brothers weighing 551 lbs sold at 201.00. The
 gavel dropped on their two loads of Fancy 506 lb sisters at 180.50. On Thursday at Valentine (NE)
 Livestock Auction, one-iron grazing calves were on offer and order buyers were in the seats waiting to see
 a show. A half load of steers weighing 418 lbs sold at 220.00. A load of 614 lb steers sold at 196.00 and
 load of 713 lb steers sold at 168.50 with both loads going directly to a feedlot in Iowa. Cattle Slaughter
 under federal inspection estimated at 614K for the week, 17K less than last week and 24K more than a
 year ago. Auction volume this week included 54 percent weighing over 600 lbs and 43 percent heifers.

Alberta direct cattle sales

Alberta direct cattle sales saw active trade for the week ending March 22 with weighted average prices
 firming $2.71 and $2.90 per hundredweight higher than the previous week for fed steers and heifers,
 respectively. The majority of reported sales were dressed from $265-$266 per cwt. delivered. Rail prices
 were $5-$6 per cwt. higher than the previous week.

With a lower dollar, interest from the United States was apparent, but overall, procurement was limited.
 Canadian fed cattle and slaughter cow exports to the United States as of March 5 were five percent larger
 than the previous week, totalling 9,990 head, and year to date were up 39 percent.

Canadian feeder cattle export volumes to the U.S. have picked up in recent weeks. Alberta calf prices are
 at a $10 per cwt. discount to the U.S., and feeder prices are about $1 per cwt. lower, so more lightweight
 stocker calves are likely being shipped into the U.S.

Basis levels remain weak, and this week the cash to futures basis weakened slightly to -$14.29 per cwt. 
 

Fed prices stronger

Fed prices next week should gain momentum with good demand anticipated from both sides of the border.

Robust western Canadian fed slaughter continued for the week ending March 16 with volumes trending
 fully steady at 38,304 head. Western fed slaughter year to date is 10 percent larger at 372,520 head.
 Canadian steer carcass weights came down a pound from the previous week to average 915 lb., about six
 lb. larger than the same week last year. 
 

Feedgrain expensive

Canadian feedgrain prices remain expensive, contributing to negative feeding margins for the feedlot and
 backgrounding segments. Lethbridge barley was going for $263-$275 per tonne, while corn was around
 $260 per tonne. 
 

Calves improving

Calf and lightweight stocker prices are trading at annual highs while heavier feeder prices are hovering
 around annual lows.

Alberta steers weighing 500-600 lb. averaged $225 per cwt. while heifers were $190 per cwt. Ontario
 steers in the same weight class averaged $196.74 and heifers were $170.37.

The heavier weight Alberta steers weighing 800-900 lb. were $176.73, and heifers averaged $161.33.
 Ontario was further behind with steers around $163.28 and heifers averaged $147 per cwt.

Butcher cow prices have rebounded and established new annual highs, averaging slightly less than $88

On a cash to cash basis, Alberta cow prices are trading at a $2-$3 per cwt. premium over the U.S. utility
 market.

Even with historically large slaughter cow volumes, Canadian trim prices continue to perform well. For the
 first time this year, 85 percent trim prices are above last year and higher than the five-year average,
 whereas cow prices are lower than last year and the five-year average. Rail prices were up slightly but did
 not strengthen as much as prices through the auction ring.

Bred cows are trading between $1,200 and $2,200 each, while pairs are being offered at $1,675-$2,600.
 Price is up about $200 from last week.
.
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"Shootin' the Bull" Weekly Analysis:
.

In my opinion, I believe there are some fundamental changes that are taking place in the feed yard sector
 of the beef industry.  For over 3 years, feed yards have become the holding pens for everyone that didn't
 want to assume risk of outside the feed yard production.  Feed yards were receptive to this by placing
 double digit percentages for months on end, absorbing risk at every head purchased.  In October of '18,
 that stopped cold in its tracks and by December, the feed yards had begun showing some signs of
 profitability. While I do know that is not enough time for profitability to have surfaced from this action, but it
 did do a great deal of damage to the feeder cattle market that drove spreads down between feeder month
 placed and fat month finished by over $9.00.  That $9.00 is profit margin to the feed yard.  At the onset of
 this, the spread declined $10.05 May feeders/August fats by 12/7/18.  From that point, to today, the
 spread has gone sideways with a pop up from last week’s excitement in the feeder market. 

I anticipate the spread between feeder months placed and fat months finished to continue to narrow. 
 Since none of the top 5 cattle feeding conglomerates called to tell me this, I have had to form opinions
 based upon knowledge of the absorbent losses feed yards have assumed over the past 3 years, the
 abrupt change from placing double digit to placing fewer, and the spreads between feeders and fats
 having narrowed greatly.  I believe there will be a concentrated effort to keep cattle outside of feed yards
 for as long as possible. Potentially, were this mindset to be correct, I think it would further vertical
 integration. 

I anticipate fat futures to trade higher.  Beef demand remains stout without the spring grilling season. 
 Once the weather breaks, and consumers come out of hibernation in the northeast, I believe you will see
 demand strip or tax supply.  I know that many are telling me that packers will only buy cattle with time. 
 Many perceive this as bearish as they will have the inventory needed when the box contracts come due. 
 They may or may not depending upon how much weight and death loss continues to be discovered.  A
 trade under the 3/12/19 low, per respective contract month, may begin to change my mind on this, but I'll
 wait until that transpires to worry with it.

It is the feeder market I am most concerned with.  The tales of holding feeders for another month or two to
 allow for additional weight gain on cheaper feed rations is coming true here in the southeast.  I look for
 that to spread to all regions.  It is the fall that I think will build a huge wall of feeders destined for a home. 
 If I am even remotely correct on business objectives of the feed yards, then there should be plenty to
 chose from and a great willingness for some to get them gone.  This sounds like a way to entice you to
 vertically integrate.  The feeder cattle index holds some clues to this as well.  Until the feeder cattle index
 trades above $144.00, it is believed that the index remains in a bear market.  Friday's lower trade in the
 index suggests the willingness to bid up may be fading already.  I think the $5.00 rally in the index was a
 true sweet spot somewhere as the southeast seems to be trading a wider negative than normal negative
 basis to spot futures. 

This week, I have urged clients to get their ducks in a row and prepare for a change in the fundamentals of
 feeding cattle.  Allowing backgrounders and back to hold the risk of inventory leads me to believe the
 financial hands will be somewhat weaker than at the feed yard level where corporate dollars can be made
 available.  I am doing the worst thing a broker or trader can do at this moment.  That is, hoping that
 feeders will rally $2.00 to allow for marketing to take place using futures, options, or a combination.  I've
 recommended to clients to use synthetic short futures positions when initiating marketing. This options
 strategy is marginable and has a unlimited risk/reward above and below the strikes of the options chosen. 
 What I get done may differ from what is desired.  What is currently desired would be to market 100% of
 inventory for May with a long $152.00 put and a short $156.00 call with the underlying May futures at
 $152.00.  Were this to transpire, I would also recommend marketing over 50% of fall marketing's. 

Hope is a poor tool to use in the tool bag.  It rarely helps anything.  However, I think at this time, I'll hope
 as hard as I can that I get the $2.00 rally in feeder futures to allow some marketing to get done. The
 feeder cattle index dropped on Friday after posting several days higher and a $4.94 rally.  Were the index
 to trade above $144.00, then I may concede that feeders could trade higher.  Until then, I anticipate the
 feeder cattle index to trade lower, and exceed the $137.41 low with a downside target to $129.50. 

All three grains got the props knocked out from underneath them on Friday.  This was especially harsh in
 the bean market as fewer acres and a Chinese purchase today did nothing for them. I continued buying
 the call ratio spread in the September corn contract to hedge feed needs.  I think that there will be fewer
 corn acres planted and many with poor field preparations due to abundant moisture.  Just something to
 knock about over the weekend.  Consider how long it is taking for fundamentals to have a reaction in
 price. Hogs are the best example, but grains may be one coming up.  What I believe, not to be mistaken
 for fact, is that human participation is so low, that it takes a building up of a fundamental issue to nearly
 explode before it has an impact on price to the extent one would think.  With the lesser human
 participation, the "money" can wait or potentially influence prices until the largest price movement can be
 made.    I know this sounds a little hypothetical or maybe just an old man not being able to time the
 markets as precise as used to.  I find myself being right on my analysis and wrong on my timing.  Just an
 observation I've made and cannot prove it at all.  Bonds were higher this week and made new contract
 highs.  This does not bode well for aspects of the economy.

The theory behind the "Bullish/Bearish Consensus" indicator is when the public reaches a consensus,
 they are usually wrong:

They get too bullish after prices have risen and too bearish after they have already fallen.

Because of this tendency, there are often extremes in opinion right before major changes in trend:

When the public reaches a bullish extreme, i.e., a great majority thinks prices will keep rising, then
 prices often decline instead. 
And when they become too bearish, then prices tend to rise.

So when Public Opinion moves above the red dotted linein the chart, it means that compared to other
 readings over the past year, you're seeing excessive optimism. You also want to look at the absolute
 level of Opinion, too - if it's at 90%, then there's no question we're seeing an historic level of bullish
 opinion.  Watch for readings above 80% (or especially 90%) to spot those dangerous times when the
 public is overly enthusiastic about a commodity.

Conversely, when Public Opinion moves below the green dotted line, then the public is excessively
 pessimistic about the commodity's prospects for further gains compared to their opinion over the past
 year.  Looking for absolute readings under 20% (or especially 10%) often indicates an upturn in the
 market.

INDUSTRIALS LEAD GAINS

The major indexes rose and erased most of the previous week’s losses, rounding out the best quarter for
 stocks in a decade. Industrials shares performed best within the S&P 500 Index, helped by a partial
 rebound in Boeing shares after the company announced a software fix for its troubled 737 Max airliner.
 Southwest and other airlines using the plane also recorded gains despite the emergency landing of a
 Southwest 737 Max 8 with no passengers on board on Wednesday morning. Utilities stocks performed
 worst, and the larger communication services sector also lagged, held down by weakness in telecom
 stocks following a Bloomberg report on Thursday that regulators were growing more skeptical of a
 proposed merger between T-Mobile and Sprint. Weakness in Alphabet (parent of Google), which
 accounts for a large proportion of the sector, also weighed on the segment. 
As investors awaited the arrival of first-quarter earnings reporting season in a few weeks, trading volumes
 were generally muted. Volatility as measured by the Cboe Volatility Index (VIX) spiked early in the week
 but then moderated. Shares in ride-sharing firm Lyft began trading Friday, valuing the company at around
 $30 billion and marking the largest initial public offering for the year to date. 
 

DATA SUGGEST FURTHER SLOWDOWN IN U.S. ECONOMY

Growth concerns continued to preoccupy investors. On Tuesday, the Commerce Department released
 data (delayed by the early 2019 government shutdown) showing a nearly 9% drop in housing starts in
 February, and an index of year-over-year changes in housing price gains fell to its lowest level since
 2011. Further bad news about the housing sector arrived Thursday when the National Association of
 Realtors reported that pending home sales had declined in February versus the year before—continuing a
 pattern of falling sales in place since late 2017. The news may have been especially discouraging given
 the recent drop in mortgage rates. Personal income and spending data released on Friday also missed
 expectations, and the Commerce Department slightly lowered its estimate of fourth-quarter gross
 domestic product (GDP) growth.

While the tone of the week’s data may have been generally downbeat, T. Rowe Price traders noted that
 equity sentiment seemed to get support from the bond market, which appeared to anticipate a slowdown
 in U.S. growth but not an outright recession. Following the recent decrease in longer-term yields, the
 Treasury yield curve remained partially inverted at the start of the week, with yields on three-month
 Treasury bills trading higher than 10-year note yields. Longer-term bond yields arrested their decline and
 began to increase a bit Wednesday morning, however, suggesting that the recession fears that often
 accompany yield curve inversions may have moderated a bit. 
Indeed, on Friday, the yield curve returned to a slightly upward slope over the three-month to 10-year
 range, which may have been one factor in the market’s rally to end the week. Some positive signs on
 U.S.-China trade talks may have also helped, as did news that new home sales had reached their best
 level in nearly a year, calming fears about the housing sector.

An unsettled weather pattern will continue over much of the nation. A pair of Pacific storms are
 expected to bring much-needed rain and mountain snow to the Northwest and northern Rockies. As the
 lead system marches east, it will produce rain and snow from the central Plains into the Midwest, though
 the Upper Midwest will remain dry. Increasingly stormy weather is also in the offing for the East Coast
 States, with the greatest chances for heavy rain noted along Florida’s eastern coast and from the
 Carolinas into the Mid-Atlantic region. Mostly dry weather is expected from the lower Four Corners into
 central Texas, while showers may return to southern Texas. 

The NWS 6- to 10-day outlook for April 2–6 calls for near- to above-normal precipitation across most of
 nation, save for pockets of dryness in the Southwest and central Gulf Coast region; drier-than-normal
 conditions are also expected over Alaska. Colder-than-normal weather over northern portions of the
 Plains and Upper Midwest will contrast with above-normal temperatures in northern- and southern-most
 portions of the Atlantic Coast States and from the Four Corners into the Northwest and Alaska.

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Weekly National Grain Market Review:

Compared to last week, cash bids for wheat, corn, sorghum and soybeans were mostly lower.  Ethanol
 production for week ending March 22nd totaled 0.975 million barrels per day, a decrease compared to the
 week prior.  Most of the lost production would be due to road closures in the Midwest due to flooding. 
 Losses in wheat are directly related to flooding as well as rail transportation issues weren't as widespread
 as anticipated ahead of the event.

In its 'Prospective Plantings' report on Friday, USDA reported 8.605 billion bushels were sitting in bins
 or in transit on March 1, which is 287 million bushels below year ago but almost 270 million above the
 average trade guess. Old crop futures reacted negatively. Additionally, NASS says producers intend to
 plant 92.792 million acres to corn in 2019, up 3.66 million from last year and about a million four above the
 average trade guess.
