Compared to last week, steers and heifers sold uneven; 1.00 lower to 3.00 higher.  Higher discounts than
 the normal trends noted on fleshy, unweaned calves at this time in the early Fall.  Demand was best for
 yearlings coming off grass in the Dakotas and Nebraska.  On Thursday at Ogallala (NE) Livestock
 Auction, a load of 870 lb steers sold at 155.75.  Buyers in Missouri are now focusing on purchasing calves
 with at least a 45-day weaning period as well as at least two rounds of shots.  However, in Nebraska
 bawling calves were met with good demand.  Most of the calves had pre-condition shots which buyers are
 looking for. Many buyers compile lots of cattle from various places and they feel like these shots help
 keep freshly weaned calves healthier than non-fall vaccinated animals.

Cooler temps and rain across different sections of the Midwest has slowed harvest down. Many farmers
 are on the sidelines hoping sunny weather will prevail in this weekend and they can continue their
 harvest.  After last week’s sharp uptick in the CME Cattle Complex, Live Cattle futures were nominally to
 2.33 higher, with the largest increase coming on front delivery month October.  In the past two weeks, the
 October Live Cattle was 8.00 higher.  Feeder Cattle futures didn’t have the support this week like last
 week, but the two week gain of over 4.00 on the November, March and April was still encouraging.  The
 red ink was all over the feeder board on Monday and Tuesday after a bullish Grain Stocks report.  The
 Quarterly Stocks report on Monday arrived at a corn inventory of 2.114 billion bushels, 331 million bushels
 below the September WASDE report.  Also, in that report, soybean inventory was reported at 913 million
 bushels, down 92 million from the September WASDE report.  Harvest has been hampered by wet, cool
 conditions this week and with some forecast models projecting a surge of colder temperatures late next
 week in the Central US.  If that happens, yields could be cut short on the later planted corn and soybeans
 provided that some maturing still needs to happen. 

Packers continue to chase the grading of fed cattle as they want more Choice product.  This week in the
 Southern Plains, live sales are 3.00 to 4.00 higher at 107.00.  Northern Plains sales are 5.00 higher on
 dressed sales at 170.00, while live sales aren’t totally established yet, but some have been confirmed in
 the 107.00 to 108.00 range. For the week, the Choice cutout closed 0.62 lower at 211.96, while Select
 was 2.94 lower at 186.92; putting the Choice-Select spread at 25.04.  Cattle Slaughter under federal
 inspection estimated at 639K for the week, 9K less than last week and 1K less than a year ago.  Auction
 volume this week included 51 percent weighing over 600 lbs and 43 percent heifers.

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"Shootin' the Bull" Weekly Analysis:
.

In my opinion, information this week has been scarce.  With basis converged to the expiring October, and
 narrowing the basis to December, it will take an event of some type to move futures away from cash.
 Regardless of whether that is to the upside or down.  Nothing seems to be bullish.  This price rise in the
 cash market is good, but not considering the bad the production side of the industry has been through. 
 Futures have been the culprit as wide basis swings forced or encouraged sales at lower levels, only to
 have them move back to the cash market.  Economic data this week suggested a slowing of the
 economy.  Both ISM and non-ISM manufacturing was lower.  Friday's employment report showed good
 job growth, but below expectations. Of the one thing I take away this week was a statement made off
 DOW news that I subscribe to.  That statement was that the stock market was glad to see the
 employment number not robust, therefore leading to a greater probability of an October rate cut by the
 Fed. This statement says that the market rallied in hopes of further stimulus.  If you need stimulus, it is not
 working to being with.   I think this is a poor way to think, that the economy needs to be weak, in order to
 supply it with liquidity, so borrowing will increase, and hopefully spur further economic activity so the stock
 price will go higher.  I continue to believe that great stress is being applied to financial markets, politics,
 and the consumer.  News is not news any longer, it is merely some one's opinion. However, most
 consumers develop their ideas from which channel on TV they watch or radio station they listen to. 

I can't even get started on politics as all of them appear to be egotistical, closed minded and self agenda
 motivated.  Then there's the markets.  Banks regularly apply stress tests to them in order to find
 weakness.  The army drills soldiers relentlessly to see who is the weakest.  A chain is only as strong as its
 weakest link.  I believe the stress implemented by foreign and domestic leaders on our financial system,
 to perform without regard, will help to find the weakness sooner, rather than later.  This week, the
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 Restaurant Performance Index was hovering at 100.3.  Above 100 suggests expansion of restaurants
 while under 100 suggests contraction.  The two sectors noted in decline the most were family and fine
 dining.  The family part is bothersome as that tends to be volume.  The fine dining part is the highest end
 of beef trade.  Losing it would reduce the higher end price and potentially push the average price lower. 
 Long story short, were I to look for an event to transpire that could be negative cattle, it would be the
 potential for a change in consumer discretionary spending habits. 

Weather and price are two motivational factors in cattle production.  At present we have both.  Although
 price rise in cash has been slow, there has been some, and were it to be believed fleeting, a faster pace
 of movement to get them to town.  Weather is most likely more of a push than price.  Hot and dry in the
 southeast and getting bone dry in portions of Texas.  The fall can be a dry time here and while there is not
 an issue at the moment, another month without rain could put pond and creek levels low enough to have
 to haul water.  In the north and northwest, frost and cold is an impending sign of winter.  This will move
 inventory as well.  Some complaints have been heard on the lack of warmed up yearling's ready to go on
 feed.  Hence a potential reason for the slight move higher in the cash market.  However, with as many
 cattle as have been marketed, one has to think that the majority are still going at lower prices with the few
 at higher levels inching the index up. 

The question remains of "where are the cattle that are missing from one year’s calculations to the next?" 
 Potentially, they are just now coming to town.  I think the past 4 to 6 weeks of information and price
 swings has been so literally impossible to grasp, that producers don't know what to do. This leads me
 back to weather and price.  These two factors will make inventory move.  It will most likely take into
 November before we know where the industry stands on the discrepancy of inventory.  Lastly, I'll be
 looking at heifer placement and cow kill the 4th quarter to potentially help judge the financial strength or
 weakness of the cow/calf sector.  Although I do not anticipate liquidation, I don't think there is going to be
 any expansion.  Winter rarely produces any liquidation.  Poor winter performance tends to put less beef
 on the market.  However liquidation puts more beef on the market and in shorter time frame as cows are
 easily moved to slaughter.  Having to liquidate a herd on necessity, under restrictive packing capacity,
 would be anticipated to put significant strain on prices.  Australia continues into its third year of liquidation
 due to drought.  Many will remember 2012.  That drought came during a bull market.  Although prices
 tended to move lower, the previous bullishness of the beef market is believed to have kept it from
 collapsing. 

Corn moved higher on Monday and sat there the rest of the week.  With such little human participation,
 until the computer generated traders are ready to push prices higher, or a greater human consensus is
 formed to push prices higher, corn is going to remain stuck.  Hog trading was no better this week.  The
 disparity between Asia deficit and the US a glut baffles my mind.  Financial markets were extremely
 volatile this week.  Bonds have pushed back up to within striking distance of the contract high.  I think
 supporting an economy off low interest rates is not a sign of a strength.  I think the US trade war, and
 further subsidizing of agricultural production, weakens the economy.  I fully understand the objectives and
 ramifications of the current tariff's.  I will never understand the inability of "leaders" to lead and negotiate
 through issues.

The theory behind the "Bullish/Bearish Consensus" indicator is when the public reaches a consensus,
 they are usually wrong:

They get too bullish after prices have risen and too bearish after they have already fallen.

Because of this tendency, there are often extremes in opinion right before major changes in trend:

When the public reaches a bullish extreme, i.e., a great majority thinks prices will keep rising, then
 prices often decline instead. 
And when they become too bearish, then prices tend to rise.

So when Public Opinion moves above the red dotted linein the chart, it means that compared to other
 readings over the past year, you're seeing excessive optimism. You also want to look at the absolute
 level of Opinion, too - if it's at 90%, then there's no question we're seeing an historic level of bullish
 opinion.  Watch for readings above 80% (or especially 90%) to spot those dangerous times when the
 public is overly enthusiastic about a commodity.

Conversely, when Public Opinion moves below the green dotted line, then the public is excessively
 pessimistic about the commodity's prospects for further gains compared to their opinion over the past
 year.

SLOWDOWN WORRIES WEIGH ON STOCKS, SUPPORT BONDS

Most of the major benchmarks suffered their third consecutive week of losses, and longer-term bond yields
 plummeted as evidence accumulated of an economic slowdown, both domestically and overseas.
 Strength in Apple and other information technology shares supported the Nasdaq Composite Index, which
 ended modestly higher for the week. Energy shares were particularly weak, as growth worries pushed oil
 prices back to their lowest level since early August. 
 

MANUFACTURING GAUGE FALLS TO LOWEST LEVEL SINCE GREAT RECESSION

Stocks suffered the bulk of their declines at midweek, with the S&P 500 recording its first back-to-back
 daily declines exceeding 1% in 2019 on Tuesday and Wednesday, according to T. Rowe Price traders.
 The spark for the selling appeared to be an unexpected decline in the Institute for Supply Management’s
 (ISM) gauge of factory activity in September, which fell further into contraction territory. The ISM’s
 manufacturing index fell back for the sixth consecutive month and reached its lowest level since 2009.
 Overseas manufacturing data were also exceptionally weak (see below).

The news deepened concerns that manufacturing weakness might be spilling over into the much larger
 services sector. Stocks fell sharply again Thursday morning following the ISM’s report of a steep drop in
 its nonmanufacturing index, which fell to its lowest level in three years. The major indexes quickly shook
 off the declines and rallied to end the day with strong gains, however. Many observers credited the
 turnaround in sentiment to growing hopes that the Federal Reserve would react to the data by continuing
 to cut short-term interest rates to spur growth. Indeed, futures markets ended Thursday indicating a 90%
 probability that the Fed would cut rates again at its October 29–30 monetary policy meeting.  
 

NATIONAL UNEMPLOYMENT RATE HITS 50-YEAR LOW, BUT WAGES ARE STAGNANT

The week’s busy economic data calendar also included important readings on the labor market.
 Wednesday’s sour mood on Wall Street appeared partly due to a downside surprise in the ADP survey of
 private sector hiring, which showed a gain of 135,000 jobs in September. On Thursday, the Labor
 Department reported a fourth consecutive rise in weekly jobless claims.

The Labor Department’s comprehensive and closely watched employment situation summary appeared to
 calm worries when it was released on Friday morning. According to the initial reading, private and public-
sector employers added a combined 136,000 jobs in September, only modestly below expectations, while
 gains in the two previous months were revised higher. More notably, perhaps, the unemployment rate fell
 to 3.5%, its lowest level in five decades. The underlying data appeared somewhat less positive, however.
 Average hourly earnings were flat for the month versus consensus expectations for a 0.3% gain, and
 private sector jobs grew by 114,000, the lowest level since May and below the ADP estimate.

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Looking ahead...

Over the next 5-7 days, precipitation is anticipated to continue over the Midwest, Plains and areas of the
 Southwest, with the greatest amounts anticipated over Kansas and Missouri. Precipitation tries to work
 farther south, with areas of Kentucky and Tennessee and West Virginia being at the center of the greatest
 precipitation totals of 1 to 2 inches. Dry conditions are expected over much of the West as well as from
 the Mid-Atlantic to Florida. Temperatures during this time are forecast to be above normal over the
 Southeast and Southwest, with departures of 3 to 6 degrees above normal. Cooler than normal conditions
 are expected over the Plains and Pacific Northwest with temperatures 3 to 6 degrees below normal.

The 6-10 day outlooks show that the Plains, upper Midwest, and Southwest, including western Alaska,
 has above-normal chances of observing above-normal temperatures, with the greatest chances over the
 Southwest and Southeast. The Pacific Northwest and southeast Alaska have above-normal chances of
 below-normal temperatures. The areas that have the greatest chances of above-normal precipitation
 during this time are along the east coast, Alaska, and the Pacific Northwest. Much of the Plains, Midwest,
 South, and Rocky Mountains have the greatest chances of below-normal precipitation.

Compared to last week, cash bids for corn, sorghum and soybeans were higher; wheat was mixed with
 dark northern spring wheat sharply lower. Ethanol production for week ending September 27th totaled
 0.958 million barrels per day, a 15,000-barrel increase when compared to the week prior.   Ethanol stocks
 were at 23.2 mb this week, an increase of .719 mb.  Monday's crop condition report showed corn at 57
 percent good to excellent which would be 14 percent less than a year ago this time.  Corn dented is
 reported at 88 percent this week, 12 percent below a year ago.  Corn mature is reported at 43 percent this
 week, 41 percent below a year ago and 30 percent below the previous five year average.  Corn harvested
 is pegged at 11 percent, 8 percent below the previous five year average.  Soybean condition was reported
 at 55 percent good to excellent which is 13 percent less than the same time a year ago.  Soybeans 
dropping leaves reported at 55 percent, which is 26 percent behind last year and 21 percent behind the
 previous five year average.

For the week ending September 26, 2019, an increase of 22.1 million bushels of corn export sales for
 2019-20 were reported while an increase of 76.3 million bushels of soybean exports sales for 2019-20
 were tabulated.  Wheat export sales showed an increase of 12.1 million bushels for 2019-20 were
 reported.

The Quarterly Stocks report on Monday arrived at a corn inventory of 2.114 billion bushels, 331 million
 bushels below the September WASDE report.  Also in that report, soybean inventory was reported at 913
 million bushels, down 92 million from the September WASDE report.

Wheat was 3 cents lower to 2 cents higher with dark northern spring 97 1/4 cents to 99 1/4 cents lower. 
 Corn was 6 1/4 cents to 21 1/4 cents higher.  Sorghum was 29 cents to 38 cents higher.  Soybeans were
 23 1/4 cents to 43 1/4 cents higher.
